§ 113A-209. Certain buildings prohibited.

(a) This section applies beginning January 1, 1984, in any county or city that has failed
to adopt a ridge protection ordinance pursuant to G.S. 113A-208 by January 1, 1984.

(b) No county or city may authorize the construction of, and no person may construct, a
tall building or structure on any protected mountain ridge.

(©) No county or city may authorize the providing of the following utility services to
any building or structure constructed in violation of subsection (b) of this section: electricity,
telephone, gas, water, sewer, or septic system. (1983, c. 676, s. 1.)
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
