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CHAPTER 695 
HOUSE BILL 611 

 
AN ACT TO REQUIRE THAT ANY REDISTRICTING BY THE ALEXANDER 

COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION BE BY A TWO-THIRDS VOTE AND TO 
PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR COTERMINOUS LINES IN THE 
GUILFORD COUNTY SCHOOL MERGER REFERENDUM. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  G.S. 115C-37(k), as enacted by Section 1 of Chapter 253 of the 
1991 Session Laws, reads as rewritten: 

"(k) Any action taken under subsections (i) or (j) of this section is effective only if 
approved by vote of all two-thirds of the members of the board of education in office at 
the time of the vote." 

Sec. 2.  Section 1 applies only to the Alexander County Board of Education. 
Sec. 3.  Chapter 78 of the 1991 Session Laws is amended by adding the 

following new section: 
"Sec. 23.1.  If this part becomes effective as provided by Section 28 of this act, it 

shall become effective for the school year beginning after June 30, 1992." 
Sec. 4.  This act is effective upon ratification. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 15th day of 

July, 1991.
