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CHAPTER 29 
HOUSE BILL 188 

 
AN ACT TO EXTEND TO THE CITY OF LUMBERTON PROVISIONS OF A 

LOCAL ACT WHICH PROVIDE THAT SERVICE IN HOUSING CODE CASES 
IS SUFFICIENT WHEN A REGULAR LETTER IS SENT OUT ALONG WITH A 
REGISTERED OR CERTIFIED LETTER, AND THE REGULAR LETTER IS 
NOT RETURNED, BUT THE REGISTERED OR CERTIFIED MAIL IS 
UNCLAIMED OR REFUSED. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  Section 2 of Chapter 578 of the 1993 Session Laws reads as 
rewritten: 

"Sec. 2.  This act applies to the City of Greensboro Cities of Greensboro and 
Lumberton only." 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 10th day of
