CHAPTER 198 
HOUSE BILL 603 

 
AN ACT TO REMOVE THE SUNSET ON THE AUTHORIZATION FOR 

ALAMANCE COUNTY TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT TO REPAIR THE 
ALAMANCE COUNTY COURTHOUSE AND TO PROVIDE THAT THE 
COUNTY OF EDGECOMBE MAY USE THE DESIGN/BUILD DELIVERY 
SYSTEM FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A COUNTY DETENTION 
FACILITY. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  Section 5 of Chapter 153 of the 1993 Session Laws reads as 
rewritten: 

"Sec. 5.  This act is effective upon ratification and shall expire on June 30, 1995. 
June 30, 1998." 

Sec. 2.  Due to the threat of a legal action and given the scarcity of time and 
money, the County of Edgecombe may use the design/build delivery system with single 
liability for design and construction of a county detention facility. 

Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification.  Section 2 of this act expires 
upon the completion of the Edgecombe County detention facility construction project. 

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 7th day of June,
