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SECTION 2.  The Governor shall appoint the additional district court judge 1 
for District 29B authorized by this act, and that judge's successor shall be elected in the 2 
2008 election for a four-year term commencing on the first Monday in December 2008. 3

SECTION 4.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 20 
Department the sum of eighty-nine thousand one hundred seventy-two dollars ($89,172) 21 
for the 2006-2007 fiscal year to establish the additional district court judgeship for 22 
District Court District 29B authorized by this act. 23 

SECTION 5.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 24 
Department the sum of one hundred sixty-nine thousand three hundred ninety-two 25 
dollars ($169,392) for the 2006-2007 fiscal year to establish the two additional assistant 26 
district attorney positions for Prosecutorial District 29 authorized by this act. 27 

SECTION 6.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 28 
Department the sum of ninety-six thousand seven hundred eight dollars ($96,708) for 29 
the 2006-2007 fiscal year to establish two additional victim witness assistant positions 30 
for Prosecutorial District 29. 31 

SECTION 7.  Section 1 of this act becomes effective December 15, 2006. 32 
The remainder of this act becomes effective July 1, 2006. 33
